The low percentage of lead in some metal alloys is common and improves their machinability. To the best of our knowledge,
these alloys pose no particular health risk because the lead release rate (by tactile transfer or other) remains insignificant.

FELCO SA assumes its regulatory duties and obligations and has set up an internal team to monitor and verify the compliance
implementation.

FELCO SA remains in constant contact with its upstream suppliers. We can therefore attest that to the best of our knowledge, our
products are not subject to any manufacturing or quality restrictions.
